Biography 
Ian Campbell-Fraser is Director of Economics, Governance and Waste at the Victorian Department of Environment, Land, Water and Planning. He is a qualified lawyer with over 20 years of experience in management at senior and executive levels within the public sector. He has led and managed teams, engaged in operational and strategic planning, research and policy development, mediation and dispute resolution, project management and administrative decision-making.

Abstract Summary 
The Statewide Waste and Resource Recovery Infrastructure Plan (SWRRIP) is Victoria’s long-term vision and roadmap to guide future planning for waste and resource recovery infrastructure. The 30-year plan is the first of its kind in Australia and is a result of collaboration by several Victorian Government agencies. The planning framework includes seven regional plans - one for Metropolitan Melbourne and one for each of the six regional areas throughout Victoria - each forecasting its regions infrastructure needs for the next decade. This integrated and strategic approach supports good decision-making and implementation.

· the need for long-term waste and resource recovery infrastructure planning
· the goals of the plan; and
· how the plan will be implemented.
Other developments in Victoria’s waste and resource recovery sector will also be discussed.

Abstract 
Victoria's population is growing fast. Since 2000 the population has grown from 4.8 to 5.8 million. By 2043 we anticipate a population of 8.9 million. As a consequence, the amount of waste being generated and requiring management is also increasing. At the current rate of increase, by 2043 total waste generation will rise from 12.2 to 20.6 million tonnes per year.  
In 2011-12 over 8 million tonnes of valuable material was recovered from waste streams in Victoria, representing a 66% recovery rate, but 4.1 million tonnes were still sent to landfill. If not managed properly, the materials going to landfill can have a significant impact on communities and environment now and into the future. They also contain valuable resources which, if recovered, would create jobs, add value to the Victorian economy and minimise potential adverse impacts to community, environment and public health.
The Statewide Waste and Resource Recovery Infrastructure Plan (SWRRIP) provides Victoria with the 
long term vision and roadmap to guide future planning for waste and resource recovery infrastructure to achieve an integrated system that:
· effectively manages the expected mix and volumes of waste
· reflects the principles of environmental justice to ensure that impacts on the community, environment and public health are not disproportionately felt across communities
· supports a viable resource recovery industry 
· reduces the amount of valuable materials going to landfill. 

The planning framework includes seven regional plans - one for Metropolitan Melbourne and one for each of the six regional areas throughout Victoria - each forecasting its regions infrastructure needs for the next decade.  These plans are currently being developed in consultation with local governments, communities and industry.
