Abstract Summary 

[bookmark: _GoBack]NetWaste was approached by its Councils interested in better managing unmanned landfills in the region. The primary objective of the trial was to test whether remote cameras could accurately capture volume and composition for reporting purposes. This presentation is a case study on the lessons learned from running the trial. 


Abstract 

NetWaste and the member Councils were seeking to develop a more comprehensive understanding of waste that was being disposed to landfill across the region. There is a diverse range of operations in the region, with approximately 99 active landfills and 46 waste transfer stations servicing a population of around 380,000 across a significant geographic area.

The region has only 18 licensed landfills, with nine of these currently having weighbridges in place. The flow-on effect therefore was a lack of accurate data of waste being disposed to landfill across the region, with regard to both quantity and composition.

The trial employed the use of remote camera systems placed at unmanned landfills.

The primary objectives of the trial was to assist Councils and NetWaste establish a clearer  understanding of waste being delivered to the range of unmanned waste facilities across the regions with regard to both volume and composition.

Additionally it was intended that this trial would elicit understanding of the level of patronage at the sites, particularly those that are unsupervised with general unrestricted access. Consultation with councils indicated they were interested in identifying commercial users of the village landfills.

This presentation is a case study on the lessons learned from running the trial.
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
