Abstract Summary

The project is commercially innovative as ReNu Energy will Build Own Operate and Maintain the waste treatment and power generation assets and sell power to the abattoir under a long term power purchase agreement.
The project is technically innovative as it will be dual fuelled producing power from both the biogas as well as natural gas from the grid with the intent being to minimise network demand charges.
