The Environmental Trust is a body established by government to accept proposals and approve funding in fair and competitive way on each applications’ merits.
The Environmental Trust The has approved funding for more than one hundred of these centres for individual Councils across NSW.

The successful Councils were then passed over to NSW EPA to manage the whole program.
This included Approval by NSW EPA of aspects of this program and included the following:

· establishing style guides for all signage for use at CRC’s
· managing the advertising to the general public for each CRC to advise about the CRC being in existence
· managing the building of the CRC including Concept plans
· appointing a program auditor for assessment of operations etc
· appointing a service contractor for the initial site assessment once buildings were complete. They would then deliver receptacles for use at each CRC and then the collection of the waste from each site as required. Toxfree was the successful Service Contractor
· establishing a web portal for all CRC’s to enter their weekly summary reports for efficient advice on service requirements
· & much more

INTRODUCTION OF COMMUNITY RECYCLING CENTRES (CRC) PROGRAM
The NSW Environmental Protection Authority (EPA) has been establishing a network of Community Recycling Centres (CRCs) across NSW. 

The primary aim of this program is to make it easy for households in NSW to safely dispose of materials that can be hazardous to the environment or to public health. 
CRCs are to be designed and operated to temporarily store these materials safely until they can be recycled or disposed of appropriately.
The materials being targeted by the EPA for collection at CRCs are referred to as CRC materials and are listed and shown below.
Facility operators may collect other materials, but are to do so at their own discretion and cost.
The program is aimed at householders, who wherever possible are to be able to have their materials accepted at any facility in the network of CRCs. 
Materials accepted from commercial or business operators will not form part of this program, and their collection and disposal will not be funded by the EPA.

Targeted problem wastes include:
· Water Based Paint
· Oil Based Paint
· Gas Cylinders Propane
· Gas Cylinders Other
· Fire Extinguishers
· Fluorescent Tubes & Globes
· Household Batteries
· Car Batteries
· Oil
· Oil other than Motor Oil
· Smoke Detectors


Another emerging problem waste stream for councils is e-waste. The NCTRS was introduced to provide a stewardship platform for the recycling of end of life electronic goods.
After initial problems the scheme now appears to be functioning effectively with funding available to support the collection of e-waste.
