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Homework 
(preparatory assignment to be brought with you to Ljubljana)

From the website: Upon registration, participating students (-teams) are requested to prepare in advance an analysis of one preferred “structuralist” building, preferably in their own country.

Structuralism represents an architecture that can interact, grow and adapt. The buildings can be recognised by their vivid open structures, composition of many small units, and a spatial organisation like a city. The workshop will explore the question: Is structure in the design process an obstruction or a tool and enrichment?

In order to have already some understanding of such buildings and participate in the workshop well-prepared, we ask you to prepare a brief analysis of a representative building of this kind, or a similar building in which structure has been used as a main design feature, preferable from your own country. Please, follow the next steps:
	
· Choose a structure-based or “structuralist” reference project in your country, in which structure is significantly present and perceptible
· Find floor plans and/or sections and photographs (preferably made by yourself)
· Describe the structure(s) of this building and make some key sketches to illustrate your description, such as a floor plan, a section, a detail and/or a 3D image; for instance addressing composition, repetition, construction, dimensions, materials …
· Identify the structural unit(s); this could be a combination of several elements.
· Explain how the structure contributes to the architectural experience of the space(s)
· Explain how the structure influences other aspects in the building such as orientation, circulation, daylight, atmosphere, facade, etc.
· What is your conclusion or opinion on how the designer/architect did use the structure as a design tool? 
· Add whatever you think is relevant to understand this building or approach.

Present it on one or two A3 pages (landscape-format) and produce it as a pdf of maximum 5 MB, and send it no later than August 19, 2018 to: docomomoslovenija@yahoo.com 
Prepare a 2-minute oral presentation to introduce your colleagues to this project and state your conclusions. These presentations will be scheduled for the first workshop day.
