Background: For incident patients, according to the UKRR 2016 report, numbers on home therapies remain in decline, with 19.6% on PD and only 0.4% (43 patients) starting on home haemodialysis compared with 0.6% the previous year. For prevalent patients, those receiving home HD decreased slightly from 1,195 patients in 2014 to 1,175 patients in 2015, and a slump in PD to 3,608. There is wide variation in uptake in the UK; we believe that patients deserve a full range of choices and following a successful pilot in 2016 have continued to work with units to produce patient choice roadshows to boost uptake. 

Method. The roadshow model is one of bringing PD and home HD kit to dialysis units, either in camper vans with patient advocates dialysing within, or in rooms within the units. This is done in conjunction with industry suppliers to that unit and co-designed to support the unit’s configuration and needs. The units have home patients but wished to increase patient choice and numbers of patients at home. We held planning tele-conferences and on-site meetings before the roadshows to plan location of vans outside the units, parking, power supply and catering, using a checklist. Suitable days were chosen e.g. with low-clearance and young adult clinics but all patients were welcomed. Some roadshows featured living donation advice and they all had senior support to enable engagement of staff. Local kidney patient associations were usually part of the planning, often being the expert patients dialysing; we had information stands in waiting areas to give general advice on our work and grants.  Local health and safety and communications officers were involved and flyers sent out to relevant patients in advance, with leaflets around the hospitals too.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Staff feedback has included comments like ‘thanks so much for one of the most enjoyable weeks at work ever’ and from patients ‘You can hear and time and time again from nurses about how issues will resolve, but hearing from a live patient was priceless’.
Not all patients will have gone home, as e.g. some have been transplanted, but people who had not previously considered home therapies are now at home or being trained to do so.

Conclusion With further events planned at Salford, Portsmouth, Reading and Windsor and discussions going on with several other units we can see a sustained level of interest in this approach. This work links with the Kidney Quality Improvement Partnership and demonstrates what a strong patient voice, a patient support charity, kidney units and industry can achieve when collaborating towards a common goal.
